A Regular Meeting of the Troy Advisory Committee for Persons with Disabilities was
held Wednesday, January 3, 2007, at the lower level Conference Room at City Hall.

ITEM Il — APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MEETING OF DECEMBER 6, 2006
Werpetinski made a motion that the minutes of December 6, 2006 be approved.
Supported by Done; all voted in favor.

ITEM IV — SCHEDULED PRESENTATIONS

Eve Parsons, Vice President of the Friends of the Troy Public Library, explained the
special needs collection program. Because this program deals with toys used for
learning tools, the environment can be somewhat noisy, which contradicts the quiet
zone environment associated with a library.

Eve researched the need for a special needs collection and found there are 1,050
children enrolled in Troy Schools’ special education programs, 25,000 in Oakland
County. There is not a single library with special needs materials. The Friends of the
Troy Public Library allocated $5,000 to start up the Special Needs Program. Early
response to this program is above expectations. Learning toys can soon be checked
out of the library. Also, these toys can be very useful rehabilitation tools for adults
recovering from certain illnesses. Eve will keep this Committee informed on the
progress of this program along with the Friends of the Troy Library future programs.

ITEM V — UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. Werpetinski reported:
1. She submitted to Community Affairs the City service resource list for
persons with disabilities to be included in Troy Today.
2. FEMA agreed to send the City 500 copies of emergency preparedness for
persons with disabilities and NOD, National Organization on Disabilities, is
sending 200 copies each of three different publications on preparedness.
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3. It has been reported that there were some problems with the Automark
voting machine used in the November election. This equipment may be
recalled.

A. Buchanan reported that herself, Clark, Werpetinski and Hyun met and formed a
rough draft of an emergency preparedness plan for persons with disabilities.
They will have a final draft prior to next month’s meeting and will be asking for
the Committee’s approval. If approved, it will go to Fire and Police Dept. for
approval. The goal is to meet the March 3 deadline for the next Troy Today
publication.

B. Grusnick distributed copies of the new ACPD brochures. After Committee’s
review it was decided that a couple of items are incorrect and will need to be
changed prior to future printing.

1. An abbreviated version of the Committee mission statement was
inadvertently printed in the brochure. This version was not approved by
the Committee and the original mission statement will be used in all future
documents and publications.

2. Some members suggested the background shading does not contrast
enough with the print; others felt that the contrast was acceptable. This
will be discussed further prior to the next brochure printing.

ITEM VI — NEW BUSINESS

A. Werpetinski presented commendation letters prepared for four individuals
recognizing the outstanding services they have provided for persons with
disabilities and the community. Buchanan motioned to approve these four
commendation letters. Supported by Pietron; all voted in favor. These letters will
be delivered to Community Affairs for finalizing and mailing.

B. A representative of the Oakland County Adaptive Technology Computer Lab
project will be demonstrating to library staff new adaptive technology equipment
on January 19, at 9:30 a.m. Brian Stoutenburg, Library Director, has invited one
or two ACPD members to attend. Buchanan and Done volunteered to attend and
will brief the Committee at next month’s meeting.

Buchanan and Clark will attempt to meet with Brian Stoutenburg for the purpose of
reviewing the Library web page for information and services for persons with disabilities.

ITEM VIl - REPORTS
A. Werpetinski reported that accessibility for group child care homes is still in
discussion at City Council and that the survey questionnaire for closed captioning
was not sent to residents with the 2007 calendars.

ITEM VIII - PUBLIC COMMENT
None to report.

ITEM IX-— MEMBER COMMENT
A. Buchanan reminded members that the Senior Expo will be held on March 20. If
this Committee wants to participate, volunteers will be needed.
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B. Werpetinski will request Community Affairs enclose an ACPD brochure when
sending commendation letters.

ITEM X — ADJOURNMENT
Pietron made a motion to adjourn at 8:50 p.m. Supported by Geier. All voted in favor.
