BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Troy as follows:

1.  The City of Troy (the “City”) shall make and cause to be filed a petition in form substantially as follows:

PETITION
TO THE DRAINAGE BOARD FOR THE

HEREINAFTER‑MENTIONED OAKLAND

COUNTY, MICHIGAN, DRAIN PROJECT

The undersigned public corporation hereby petitions for the location, establishment and construction of an intra‑county drain project to enlarge, improve, supplement and relieve the existing Southeastern Oakland County Sewage Disposal System and the existing Twelve Towns Relief Drains.  The drain project shall consist of:

(A)
the following improvements and enlargements of the existing Southeastern Oakland County Sewage Disposal System, Twelve Towns Retention Treatment Facility (the "RTF") located in the City of Madison Heights, Oakland County, Michigan, necessary to comply with NPDES Permit No. MI00 26115 issued and dated October 22, 1998:

Construct new approximate 2,000 linear foot inlet weir structure to existing RTF to eliminate Broome gates;

Increase the firm storage in the 12 Towns Relief Drains and headworks to approximately 64 million gallons by the addition of approximately 30 million gallons system storage capacity;

Install a new, more effective disinfection system with high energy chlorination system;


4.
Install additional hypochlorite storage capacity;


5.
Install new pneumatic system for operating the RTF flushing system;


6.
Install a new electrical/computer control system for RTF operation;


7.
Install a new system for screening of floatable materials;


8.
Eliminate Madison Heights separate storm sewer inputs from the RTF by constructing new parallel storm sewers to convey Madison Heights storm water to the Red Run Drain;


9.
Eliminate the Madison Heights CSO inputs from the RTF by rerouting them upstream of the new inlet weir structure;


10.
Construct a new dewatering pump station and gravity sewer or force main to take flow from the 12 Towns System during the early stages of storm events and discharge it to the 12 Mile Road Interceptor as the system is filling from storm events.  This will enable the system to achieve its Detroit Water and Sewerage Department contractual limit of 260 CFS early in a storm event, thus increasing the effectiveness of the 12 Towns System storage; and

the following improvements of the existing RTF not specifically required by the Permit:

Eliminate Hazel Park sanitary discharges to the RTF by routing them to the Dequindre Interceptor;

which drain project is necessary for the public health and will be located entirely within the limits of the County of Oakland, State of Michigan.

This petition is filed pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 20 of Act No. 40 of the Public Acts of 1956, as amended.

It is understood and agreed that the entire cost of the drain project, including litigation costs and the amount of any judgment, arbitration award or settlement, to the extent such costs are payable by the Drainage District, is to be assessed against this petitioner and all other public corporations that benefit from the drain project and contribute to the conditions that make the drain project necessary.  

This Petition is contingent upon the parties, as set forth in the Section 471 Agreement attached as Exhibit A, entering into that agreement. 

A certified copy of the resolution of the governing body of the public corporation executing this petition authorizing its execution is attached hereto.

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2.  The Mayor and the Clerk are authorized and directed to execute the petition and 471 Agreement for and on behalf of the City and to file the same with the Drain Commissioner of the County of Oakland.

3.  The City consents to the assessment of its share of the entire cost of the drain against the City.

4.  The City agrees that it will pay its share of the costs incurred by the Oakland County Drain Commissioner or by the Drainage District in the event the drain or any portion thereof, for any reason, is not constructed.

5.  The City acknowledges that the County of Oakland, its Board of Commissioners, and the Oakland County  Drain Commissioner will not contribute to the cost of the drain project or its operation and maintenance except to the extent that the County of Oakland may be assessed for the cost of the drain project or may agree to contribute to the cost of the drain project in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 20 of Act No. 40 of the Public Acts of 1956, as amended.

6.  The City Clerk is authorized to file with the Michigan Department of Treasury a notice of intent to issue an obligation in connection with the bonds to be issued by the Drainage District to be established pursuant to the petition herein authorized.

7. The Mayor, the Clerk and the Treasurer are authorized to approve the circulation of a preliminary and final official statement for the bonds to be issued by the Drainage District, to cause the preparation of those portions of the preliminary and final official statement that pertain to the City, and to do all other things necessary for compliance with Rule 15c2-12 issued under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the “Rule”).  The Mayor, the Clerk or the Treasurer are authorized to execute and deliver such certificates and to do all other things that are necessary to effectuate the sale and delivery of the bonds.

8. The Mayor, the Clerk and the Treasurer are authorized to execute a certificate of the City, constituting an undertaking to provide ongoing disclosure about the City, for the benefit of the holders of the bonds to be issued by the Drainage District as required under paragraph (b)(5) of the Rule, and amendments to such certificate from time to time in accordance with the terms of the certificate (the certificate and any amendments thereto are collectively referred to herein as as the “Continuing Disclosure Certificate”).  The City covenants and agrees that it will comply with and carry out all the provisions of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate.

CHAPTER 20

SECTION 471 AGREEMENT
This Agreement dated the _____ day of __________________, 1999 by and between the Drainage Board for the _________________________ Drain (“Drainage Board”), the Village of Beverly Hills, the City of Birmingham, the City of Berkley, the City of Clawson, the City of Ferndale, the City of Hazel Park, the City of Huntington Woods, the City of Madison Heights, the City of Oak Park, the City of Pleasant Ridge, the City of Royal Oak, the City of Southfield, the City of Troy and the Charter Township of Royal Oak (the “Public Corporations”).

WHEREAS, the Public Corporations and the County of Oakland are permittees under a current NPDES Permit (“Permit”) concerning the Twelve Towns Retention Treatment Facility (“RTF”); and

WHEREAS, the present circumstances present a unique opportunity for Drainage Board and  the Public Corporations to work cooperatively to achieve compliance with the requirements of the current NPDES Permit No. MI0026115, as is more detailed in the Petition (“Project”); and

WHEREAS, this Agreement is entered into pursuant to the authority extended in MCL 280.471 of Chapter 20 of the Drain Code (“Section 471 Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the Drainage Board and Public Corporations acknowledge that the underlying purpose of this Section 471 Agreement is to enhance communication by and among the Drainage Board, the Oakland County Drain Commissioner and the Public Corporations; and to cooperatively work toward discharging the financial responsibility by maintaining necessary and reasonable costs during the construction of the project; and to carry out the fiduciary responsibility to the taxpayers in this County that construction costs will be kept at necessary and reasonable levels.  

WHEREAS, the Drainage Board and Public Corporations recognize that the success of the commitments set forth in this Section 471 Agreement are dependent upon a complete, timely and open disclosure of information by and among the Drainage Board, the Oakland County Drain Commissioner, and the Public Corporations; and

WHEREAS, the goals that are enunciated herein can best be achieved by a cooperative working relationship between the Drainage Board, the Oakland County Drain Commissioner and the Public Corporations during the entire project with an appreciation of the views and goals of the Public Corporations in keeping all costs necessary and reasonable; and 

WHEREAS, the parties recognize that by working together they can implement a cost effective approach and a more efficient means of achieving compliance with the existing NPDES Permit.

CONSENT AGENDA - CONTINUED
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NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES MUTUALLY AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1.
There shall be an Advisory Committee (“Committee”) consisting of one member appointed by each Public Corporation.  The Committee shall be initially co-chaired by James E. Porter, Oakland County Chief Deputy Drain Commissioner (Drain Commissioner co-chair) and Jon Austin, Madison Heights City Manager (Public Corporations co-chair).  Successor co-chairs shall be appointed by the Drain Commissioner and the Public Corporations, respectively. 

2.
The meetings of the Committee shall precede each meeting of the Drainage Board by at least one week so that any issues that arise can be presented to the Drainage Board in sufficient time to apprise its members of the facts and circumstances regarding those matters.  Meetings may be called by either co-chair, pursuant to the Open Meetings Act, MCL 15.261 et. seq. 

3.
Recommendations shall be made by the Public Corporations co- chair or his designee Committee to the Drainage Board.  Recommendations shall be made by consensus, which shall mean a vote on any issue by the holders of at least seventy two percent (72 %) of the weighted vote, as set forth in the attached Exhibit 1, which may be modified based upon the final order of apportionment.  In the event that consensus cannot be reached on any issue and/or if the Oakland County Drain Commissioner disagrees with the recommendation from the Committee, the issue shall be presented for resolution to the Drainage Board.  Recommendations from the Committee shall not be a prerequisite to resolving an emergency situation, as determined by the Drainage Board, in which event the Public Corporations Co-Chair, or his designee, shall be notified of the emergency situation and time of the related Drainage Board meeting.  The Committee, or any member, may request that an item not set forth on the proposed agenda for the next meeting of the Drainage Board, shall be added to that agenda and any member of the Committee may appear at the Drainage Board meeting to express his or her views on the issue raised.  

4.
The Committee, after receipt of timely and complete information from the Oakland County Drain Commissioner, may review and make recommendations on the aspects of the Project, consisting of the following: 

A.  The development of bid documents for any aspect of the Project.

B.  The breakdown of the estimated and actual cost of the Project, including the Chapter 20 Drain Construction Work in Progress Report.  


C.  The procurement process for all aspects of the Project including but not limited to: engineers, financial consultants, legal counsel, construction contractors and other professional services.  

D.  The financing for the Project.

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E.  Any change orders and assessment of responsibility to third parties for change orders for the Project.  

F. The determination of the nature and extent of insurance coverage for the Project. 

5.
Project contracts for construction work shall be competitively bid and awarded to the lowest, responsible, responsive bidder.  Project contracts for professional services shall be awarded based on a review of qualifications and price.  

6.
The Drainage Board shall maintain appropriate insurance coverage for the Project, after consideration of the recommendations of the Committee, in accordance with the provisions of 4(F).  The insurance premiums for policies secured by the Drain Board for the Project shall become a Project cost.  

7.
In the event the amount of any judgment, arbitration award or settlement, including litigation costs, are payable by the Drain Board which exceed any insurance proceeds paid, such amount shall be a Project cost.
