WHEREAS, Troy residents are encouraged to become aware of the steps they should take to protect themselves, their families and their property in the event of severe weather, and .

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Troy, do hereby proclaim the week of March 28 – April 3, 1999 as Severe Weather Awareness Week in the City of Troy and urge all citizens to make sure they are properly prepared to deal with severe weather when it occurs.
