That absent a variance, public health, safety and welfare would be negatively 
affected; or

D)
That literal enforcement of the Zoning Ordinance precludes full enjoyment of the 
permitted use and makes conforming unnecessarily burdensome.  In this regard, the City Council shall find that a lesser variance does not give substantial relief, and that the relief requested can be granted within the spirit of the Ordinance, and within the interests of public safety and welfare; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds the above stated general conditions to be present and finds the practical difficulty stated above to be operative in the appeal; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the request from Logan’s Roadhouse, for waiver of 261 parking spaces at 86 W. (Practical difficulties shall include but not be limited to difficulties in site layout, design or construction, which render the building of sidewalks difficult.)

(c)
That the preponderance of adjoining lots or parcels are already developed with no sidewalks existing and that the construction of the sidewalk in question would lead no where and connect to no other walk, and thus not serve the purpose of a pedestrian travel-way; and


WHEREAS, Section 8 (D) of Chapter 34 provides that should the City Council determine that a variance or waiver of the construction requirements are justified, then the waiver may be temporary (not to exceed one year) or for an indefinite period;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby determines that the conditions stated and required by Chapter 34 to justify the request from Dean Cifani, for variance and waiver of sidewalk requirements for 2071 Tucker are present and said variance or waiver is hereby approved, contingent upon receipt from petitioner of a cash deposit or irrevocable petition for installation of the sidewalk at such time as the City Council of the City of Troy so directs.

WHEREAS, at a general election on April 5, 1999, the qualified electors of the City approved Proposal A which authorized the issuance of general obligation bonds of the City in the principal sum of not to exceed $11,000,000, in one or more series, (the “Bonds”) for the purpose of paying all or part of the cost of acquisition, construction and reconstruction of various street, roadway and streetscape improvements in the City, including but not limited to improvements to Crooks Road, Livernois, Long Lake Road and Dequindre and related site furnishings and improvements and all costs related thereto (the “Improvements”); and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that certain preliminary expenditures including, but not limited to expenditures for certain preliminary engineering services are required in connection with the Improvements; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to make certain declarations for the purpose of complying with the reimbursement rules of Treasury Regulation Section 1.103-18 pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”); and

The maximum principal amount of bonds expected to be issued for the Improvements, including issuance costs, is not to exceed $11,000,000.



(d)
A reimbursement allocation of the expenditures described in (b) above with the proceeds of the borrowing described herein will occur not later than 18 months after the later of (i) the date on which the expenditure is paid, or (ii) the date the Improvements are placed in service or abandoned, but in no event more than three (3) years after the original expenditure is paid.  A reimbursement allocation is an allocation in writing that evidences the City’s use of the proceeds of the debt to be issued for the Improvements to reimburse the City for a capital expenditure made pursuant to this resolution.



(e)
The expenditures described in (b) above are “capital expenditures” as defined in Treas. Reg. §1.150 (b), which are any costs of a type which are properly chargeable to a capital account (or would be so chargeable with a proper election or with the application of the definition of placed in service under Treas. Reg. §1.150-2(c) under general federal income tax principles (as determined at the time the expenditure is paid).



(f)
No proceeds of the borrowing paid to the City as reimbursement pursuant to this resolution will be used in a manner described in Treas. Reg. §1.150-2(h) with respect to abusive uses of such proceeds, including, but not limited to, using funds corresponding to the proceeds of the borrowing in a manner that results in the creation of replacement proceeds (within Treas. Reg. § 1.148-1) within one year of the reimbursement allocation described in (d) above.
