That absent a variance, no reasonable use can be made of the property; or

B)
That absent a variance, a significant natural feature would be negatively affected or destroyed; or

C)
That absent a variance, public health, safety and welfare would be negatively affected; or

D)
That literal enforcement of the Zoning Ordinance precludes full enjoyment of the 
permitted use and makes conforming unnecessarily burdensome.  In this regard, the City Council shall find that a lesser variance does not give substantial relief, and that the relief requested can be granted within the spirit of the Ordinance, and within the interests of public safety and welfare; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds the above stated general conditions to be present and finds the practical difficulty stated above to be operative in the appeal; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the request from Sachse Construction, for waiver of 2 parking spaces at 2752 Industrial Row is hereby approved for a three (3) year period,  with the City retaining the right to require installation of the 2 spaces in the future should conditions change and such parking be determined to be necessary.
