WHEREAS, it is necessary, for the best interests of the public, to halt property value deterioration and increase property tax valuation where possible in the business district of the City of Troy, to eliminate the causes of such deterioration, and  to promote economic growth; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 80 designating a downtown district, incorporating a Downtown Development Authority, adopting a development plan and a tax increment financing plan pursuant to Act 197 has been adopted by the Troy City Council; and

WHEREAS, the Troy Downtown Development authority wishes to modify the development plan to include two projects – the widening of segments of Rochester Road and Big Beaver to improve traffic flow; and

WHEREAS, the Troy Downtown Development Authority has prepared Development Plan #3 and Tax Increment Financing plan #3 incorporating the previous two development plans and tax increment financing plans; and 

WHEREAS, the Troy Downtown Development Authority has requested the Troy City Council to consider  Development Plan #3 and Tax Increment Plan #3; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to conduct a public hearing in connection with the consideration of such proposed Development Plan #3 and the Tax Increment Financing plan #3 as required by Act 197 as amended;

The City Clerk shall cause notice of said public hearing to be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the City, twice before the public hearing.  The notice shall be published not less than 20 days before the date set for the public hearing.  The notice shall be published as a display advertisement prominent in size.  The clerk also shall cause the notice to be mailed by first class mail not less than 20 days prior to the hearing to all property taxpayers of record in the proposed downtown district as shown by the most recent tax roll of the City.  The Clerk shall also post, or cause the posting of, the notice in a conspicuous and public place in the proposed downtown district not less than 20 days before the hearing.
