Louis Street Special Assessment Project





City Manager James Bacon explained the Louis street paving project and the possibility of doing the assessment as if the street were double loaded.  He explained the office building was not assessable and had contributed right-of-way on Big Beaver and Livernois and paved Louis Street through the entrance to their parking lot at the time of their construction.   Assistant City Manager John Szerlag stated bids have been opened for the 1998 paving projects after having been rejected in the fall because of extremely high costs.  Those amounts were very favorable for the coming season and this project could be added to that contract.   A resident on the street stated he didn’t want to pay for any more than the double load cost while Councilmen Allemon and Pallotta suggested splitting the difference.  This item will again be scheduled for the Study Session on February 23 with possible consideration by Council in early March.





Classification and Compensation Study Recommendations





The presentation from the HayGroup was given by Mr. Arch Pounian from the Chicago office and Mr. Al Bennett from the Minneapolis office.  They explained the procedure their company would follow and answered questions from Council members.  Bill Rye, President of O. William Rye & Company spoke about his company, the local governmental units they have serviced, and the procedures


they follow.  He also answered questions from Council.
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Presentation of Police Department and Fire Department Regarding Space Needs





Fire Chief Nelson gave a presentation prepared by the Police and Fire Departments to show their growth and activity demands since the Hall of Justice was built in 1978.  He showed  the square footage of the building, the breakdown of occupancy by department, and those areas not available for City use. He indicated the desire to cohabitate an area and share clerical personnel as well and some report combination and storage facilities.  A  request for a space needs study will be in the next budget to identify the expected needs of the two departments.
