Comparative prices shall be obtained for the purchase or sale in amount not in excess 	of five ten thousand dollars of all materials, supplies and public improvements except (a) in the employment of professional services and (b) when the City Manager shall determine that no advantage to the City would result.



In all sales or purchases in excess of five ten thousand dollars, (a) the sales or 	purchases shall be approved by the Council, (b) sealed bids shall be obtained, except where the Council shall determine that an emergency exists or that the public interest 	will be best served without obtaining sealed bids, and (c) the requirements of Section 12.2 shall be complied with.  No sale or purchase shall be divided for the purpose of circumventing the dollar value limitation contained in this section.  The Council may authorize the making of public improvements or the performance of any other city work by any city agency without competitive bidding.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Charter Amendment No. 3 shall appear on the ballot or voting machine in the following form:



“Shall section 12.1 of the Troy City Charter be amended to raise the requirement for Council approval and sealed bids, except as otherwise determined by council, for sale or purchase of items that exceed $5,000.00 to items that exceed $10,000.00?”

Charter Amendments - continued



Charter Amendment No. 4



That Chapter 12, Section 12.1, entitled “Purchase and Sale of Property” be amended  by adding the following paragraph between current paragraphs 4 and 5:



The City Manager may make necessary purchases without sealed bid, prior council approval, and in excess of the limits provided in this chapter when an emergency, because of a natural disaster, civil disturbance or similar calamity, is officially declared.  Any such purchases shall be affirmed at the next regularly scheduled council meeting.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Charter Amendment No. 4 shall appear on the ballot or voting machine in the following form:



“Shall section 12.1 of the Troy City Charter be amended to permit the City Manager to make purchases without sealed bid, prior council approval, and in excess of the limitations provided in the Charter when an emergency has been officially declared?”

To enable the City Manager to purchase necessary supplies during a declared emergency; (#98-21 on 01/19/98: amended #98-77 on 02/02/98).
