WHEREAS, the Drainage District had intended to proceed to take construction bids for the Drain and to authorize the issuance of up to $17,920,000 in bonds to be sold to the State of Michigan in connection with the State’s Clean Water Construction Program,  which bonds will be subsidized by state and federal money so that the interest rate will be only 2 ¼% per annum which is far below regular market rates which are 5 ¼% per annum or more; and



WHEREAS, the City of Clawson has challenged the necessity of the Drain and its apportionment of 18.340% and $3,286,530 (its apportioned cost) in both the Oakland County Circuit Court and

the Michigan Court of Appeals, thereby preventing the Drainage District from proceeding to bid the Drain and sell the bonds to construct the Drain until the litigation is concluded, which may take two or more years; and



WHEREAS, the City of Royal Oak has offered to issue its own bonds to advance to the Drainage District the money to pay all of the costs apportioned to all of the Benefited Public Corporations except the City of Clawson to permit the Drainage District to proceed immediately with the Drain construction; and



WHEREAS, the County of Oakland may also advance the sum of up to $3,301,200 to the Drainage District, pursuant to section 479 of the Drain Code of 1956, as amended, such amount to be reimbursed to the County with interest as soon as the pending litigation is resolved, and the City of Clawson receives its final assessment, such amount to be repaid either from the money paid as cash by the City of Clawson to the Drainage District or from the proceeds of Drain Bonds issued by the Drainage District for such purpose.
