WHEREAS, In Fiscal 1995-96 the Michigan State Legislature and Governor change the statutory basis of revenue sharing to cities and villages effectively diverting much of the growth in the revenue from local government to state priorities; and





WHEREAS, A task force representing the House and Senate are currently studying the revenue sharing distribution formula and are proposing a change from the basis of Relative Tax Effort to a substantially modified formula heavily weighing  a per capita allocation; and





WHEREAS, Many Oakland County communities would receive increases in state revenue sharing under the proposed formula, however, the City of Detroit would lose over $80 million dollars per year; and

WHEREAS, Most of the redistributed funding would be committed to rural unincorporated areas with  little local tax effort and few public services; and 





WHEREAS, a higher local tax effort is reflective of a low tax base to provide vital local services such as police and fire protection, trash collection and disposal, and road maintenance; and





WHEREAS, A revenue sharing shift of this nature runs contrary to policies to revitalize older central cities, rebuild infrastructure, and prevent further urban sprawl by placing an even greater reliance on local taxes and inequitable tax bases; and





WHEREAS,  The successful economic growth of newer Michigan Communities is highly dependent upon the economic stability and redevelopment of the older, mature cities in the state;





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the City of Troy strongly opposes any change in the State Revenue Sharing Formula that will divert funding from major urban cities to rural, low tax effort areas. 





BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That this debate is a product of the recent diversion of the growth in statutorily defined revenue sharing earmarked for cities and villages to state spending priorities and that historic formulas should be restored and honored.





BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That a copy of this Resolution be forwarded to the Governor, Senate and House Speakers, all Senate and House Representatives from South Oakland County, all neighboring communities and the Michigan Municipal League. �
