WHERF.AS, Proto Craft, Inc. and Y.W.Y. Investments, L.L.C. have requested approval to relocate employees from their location including 2719 Elliott, Troy, MI to obtain a loan from the Michigan Strategic Fund pursuant to 1984 Public Act 270; and





WHERE AS, said 1984 Public Act 270, Section 12a requires consent by the municipality from which employment is transferred; and





WHEREAS, 1984 Public Act 270, Section 12a, provides that local municipalities may object to the transfer of more than 20 full-time persons from one or more municipalities of the state to the municipality for which the loan, loan insurance, or guarantee is provided; and





WHEREAS, 1984 Public Act 270 enables the City of Troy to exercise discretion when considering whether or not to grant a consent to transfer employment; and





WHEREAS, the transfer of employment from the City of Troy to the City of Auburn Hills would have a negative impact on the City of Troy because it would remove jobs from the City of Troy;





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the City Council of the City of Troy hereby OBJECTS  to the transfer of employment by Proto Craft, Inc. and Y.W.Y. Investments, L.L.C. to the City of Auburn Hills as provided by 1984 Public Act 270, as amended, for the following reasons:





1.	The City of Auburn Hills need not be given inducements for economic development because it is not in a state of economic decline; and





2.	Loans, loan insurance and guarantees diminish the revenues that are available to county and local governments which must then be augmented by further payments by the taxpayers in other cities, villages and townships, some of which are or may be in a state of decline; and





3.	The City of Troy is currently experiencing commercial and industrial vacancies that have had a negative impact on its tax base.  In order to address this commercial and industrial vacancy, City Council recently established a Downtown Development Authority; and





4.	The City Councils efforts to address commercial and industrial vacancy will be negated if it encourages employers to pursue taxpayer-subsidized loan, and loans insurance and guarantees in other


Michigan cities, particularly prospering communities, by consenting to the transfer of employees to obtain such loans, loan insurance or guarantees; and





5.	In this particular case, the transfer of employees by Proto Craft ' Inc. and Y.W.Y. Investments, L.L.C. to the City of Auburn Hills promotes the likelihood of additional industrial vacancies which will negatively impact the City of Troy's tax base, and consent by the City Council to such transfer will encourage other employers to leave with similar negative effects on the City of Troy's tax base; and





6.	If Proto Craft, Inc. and Y.W.Y. Investments, L.L.C. renovates or builds a new facility in the City of Troy, the City's industrial tax base would be enhanced; and





7.	Therefore, Proto Craft, Inc.'s and Y.W.Y. Investments, L.L.C.'s transfer of jobs from the City of Troy to the City of Auburn Hills would have a detrimental effect on the City of Troy due to the removal of jobs from the City of Troy which exacerbates commercial and industrial vacancies that eventually results in a declining tax base;





BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, That the City Clerk will transmit a copy of this resolution to the City of Auburn Hills, the Michigan, Jobs Commission, Michigan Strategic Fund, Proto Craft, Inc., and Y.W.Y. Investments.  L.L.C.

Request for Vacation - Lasier Gardens Subdivision Troy Sports Complex

WHERE AS, the property owners of Troy sports Center, LLC wish to proceed with the moving of soil to achieve land balancing and begin underground work; and





WHEREAS, these owners have signed warranty deeds and easments in compliance with Resolution #96-14a on parcels which are unencumbered and they have signed a purchase agreement to acquire the city's remnant, a portion of Lot 15 in Lasier Gardens, (Liber 34, Page 10 of Oakland County Plats); and





WHEREAS, the owners have signed an agreement which has been reviewed and approved by the Department of Law regarding the vacation of streets in Lasier Gardens Subdivision; and





WHEREAS, the owners through their attorney have agreed by letter to complete the purchase of the three (3) outstanding encumbered parcels within the next 60 days; and





WHEREAS, the utility companies have submitted letters which indicate easements to be retained within the vacated streets;





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RF-SOLVED, that the Troy City Council approves the Street vacation Agreement and authorizes the Mayor and City Clerk to sign it; with a copy of said agreement to be attached to the original minutes of this meeting; and





BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the following streets in Section 23, Lasier Gardens Subdivision, as platted, be vacated and easments be retained as indicated below:





a)	Bellingham Street, 25 feet wide, adjacent to Lots 37, 38, 39 and 40;





b)	Walford Street, 25 feet wide, except the ease 7 feet.  The City also retains an easement for sidewalk, public utilities and storm sewer/drainage over the east 10 feet of vacated Walford (also known as Walker Street);





c)	Bronx Avenue, 50 feet wide, adjacent to the north 162 feet of Lots 26 and 35.  Also adjacent to Lots 27 through 34 inclusive.  The City will retain an easement for public access over the vacated street adjacent to the north 162 feet of Lot 26 and the north 162 feet of Lot 35, as well as an easement over the south 10 feet of the vacated street for public utilities, storm sewer/drainage and sidewalk;





d)	Alger Avenue, 50 feet wide, adjacent to the north 162 feet of Lots 16 and 25, also adjacent to Lots 17 through 24 inclusive.  The City will retain an easement over the south 10 feet of the vacated street for public utilities, storm sewer/drainage and sidewalk (also known as Martini Avenue);





e)	Manhattan Street 50 feet wide, adjacent to the north 162 feet of Lots 15 and 6, and adjacent tot Lots 7 through 14 inclusive.  The City will retain easements over the south 10 feet of the vacated street for public utilities, storm sewer/drainage and sidewalk;





f)	The City also retains an easement as described by Detroit Edison over Bronx, Alger and Manliattan for public utilities, until such time as approval is obtained for pole and line relocation.  The center line description of which is described as follows:





Part of the Southeast 1/4 of section 23, T2N, R11E, City of Troy, Oakland County, Michigan, described as beginning at a point on the proposed Westerly 601 right of way line of John R Road which is N 00- 151 0011 E along the East line of said Section 23, 102.00 feet, and S 89 48' 40" W, 60 feet from the Southeast corner of said Section 23; thence N 00 151 0011 E along said right of way line 114 feet; thence S 89 481 4011 W 440 feet to an existing Detroit Edison Co. pole; thence Westerly along the existing pole line 515 feet, more or less, traversing Lots 16, 25 and 26 of "Lasier Gardens Subdivision" and the proposed vacated 501 right of way of Alger Avenue and Bronx Avenue;





g)	The City also retains an easement for public utilities over the vacated portion of Manhattan Street, adjacent to Lots 7 and 14 and adjacent to the north 152 feet of Lots 6 and 15, at the request of Ameritech, until such time that Ameritech is able to provide a more precise description.
