School/Law Enforcement





Police Chief Lawrence Carey gave a presentation relative to the Juvenile Unit which was created to provide specialized attention to the increasing number of juvenile-related incidents.





Councilman Pallotta indicated that two police officers are assigned to high schools and asked Chief Carey to have those officers provide a monthly status report of their activities.





City Manager Bacon spoke about crime prevention by environmental design and working with problem children in schools.  Councilman Gosselin spoke about the good effort of Judge Martone with his courtroom for students.





Fire Chief Bill Nelson spoke about teaching Kindergarten through 2nd-grade


children on fire safety and fire prevention.





Recreation Sites at Schools





Parks and Recreation Director Roger Kowalski spoke about the positive relationship between the City and School District that has been evolving since 1970s.  It was indicated that we need to place many of our practices we have between the School and City in writing.  It was also mentioned that we should maintain the practice of having a School Board member on the Park Board.  Mr. Kowalski also indicated there will be program cuts by having the recreation function moving to old Troy High on a temporary basis.





Councilman Pryor indicated that one of our goals should be to have restrooms at school sites where baseball is played.





It was also mentioned that in the past the City had right of first refusal on land being sold by the schools.





Shared Administrative Services





City Manager Jim Bacon spoke of possible areas to share services recruitment for jobs, technology and cooperative purchasing.





Superintendent of Schools Dr. Janet Jopke asked to be kept in the information loop relative to construction on Rochester Road.





Assistant City Manager John Szerlag spoke about the status of the Rochester Road widening project where estimated project costs are as follows:
