WHEREAS, the Tobacco Products Tax Act revised and passed in 1993 by the Michigan State Legislature prohibits local governmental entities from passing any additional local ordinances restricting access to tobacco products which are more restrictive than current State Law; and





WHEREAS, the Constitution of the State of Michigan, Article VII, Sections 22 and 34, confers upon local governmental entities the right to pass ordinances which they deem to be in their and their residents, best interest; and





WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Troy believes that local licensing and enforcements would be more effective in prohibiting the sale of tobacco products to persons under the legal age than the enforcement programs currently conducted under State Law; and
