JOINT MEETING WITH THE ROAD COMMISSION FOR OAKLAND COUNTY





Brent Bair and Gerald Holmberg of the Road Commission spoke about their meetings with the State and Federal authorities and what monies are expected for road projects within the next few years.  They stated the Long Lake expansion, Falmouth to Carnaby, was slated for construction in 1998 and the Crooks Road expansion, Hamlin to Long Lake right-of-way money in 1999, however the construction funds for 2000 included Auburn to Hamlin only and no further southerly expansion.  Big Beaver Road, Coolidge to Adams and I-75 to Livernois legs are projected for 2002 with the Long Lake, Carnaby east to John R for 2003 (or after).





CMAQ and ISTEA funds were discussed and the proposed project of Livernois,


Wattles to Long Lake being funded at $250,000 for the $3,000,000 project.


Other CMAQ projects under study are Northbound I-75 to Eastbound 14 Mile


Road to a triple lane right turn and a double lane left turn westbound 14


Mile to southbound I-75.





Mr. Bair stated the last gas tax increase was in 1982 and further discussed the proposed increase being discussed in the legislature.  He noted that Oakland County receives 63% return of our gas tax payment while Wayne County is 70%, Genesee and Macomb are in the 80's.  He noted Michigan's gas tax rate is one of the lowest in the country at $.15/gal. gas and $.15/gal diesel while Connecticut has a rate of $.38/gal. gas and $.18/gal. diesel.
