1.	The City of Sterling Heights need not give inducements for economic development because it is not a city in a state of economic decline; and





2.	Tax abatements diminish revenues to county government which must then be supported by other taxpayers in other cities, villages and townships, some of which are or may be in a state of decline; and





3.	The City Council of the City of Troy concludes that it chooses not to grant such tax abatements within the City of Troy and therefore it chooses not to act upon requests which indirectly grant tax abatements outside the City of Troy in prospering communities; and





4.	The City of Troy is currently experiencing commercial and industrial vacancies that have had a negative impact on its tax base.  In order to address this commercial and industrial vacancy, City Council recently established a Downtown Development Authority; and





5.	The City Council’s efforts to address commercial and industrial I vacancy will be negated if it encourages employers to pursue tax payer subsidized tax abatements in other Michigan communities, particularly prospering communities, by consenting to the transfer of employees to obtain such tax abatements; and





6.	In this particular case, the transfer of employees by Unisteel, Inc. to Sterling Heights promotes the likelihood of additional industrial vacancy which will negatively impact the City of Troy's tax base, and consent by the City Council to such transfer will encourage other employers to leave with similar negative effects on the City of Troy's commercial tax base; and





7.	If Unisteel, Inc. renovates or builds a new facility in the City of Troy, the City's industrial tax base would be enhanced; and





8.	Therefore, the Unisteel, Inc. transfer of jobs from the City of Troy to the City of Sterling Heights would have a detrimental effect on the City of Troy due to the removal of jobs from the City of Troy which exacerbates commercial and industrial vacancies that eventually results in a declining tax base;
