JOINT MEETING WITH TROY SCHOOL BOARD


City/School/Chamber Joint Special Education Collaboration Project





Dr. Fowler reviewed the beginnings of the study.  Dr. Selaty spoke on the needs for a program to prepare the developmentally disabled to enter society with the abilities and skills needed for independent living.  He explained how the urban model program is currently operating with seven students.


Mr. Wangbichler explained the rural model and its need for those who cannot operate within the traditional urban setting.  He proposed that the Coughlin Farm be used as a working farm, and reviewed some of the benefits of using it in conjunction with the special education program.


Mr. Gerstenecker described the Troy Farm and the advantages of using it in the rural model.  He explained that the original intent, when the site was acquired, was to have an operating farm, and this could be the opportunity to provide that, as well as serve the needs of some of the developmentally disabled,.


The suggestion was discussed, and it was decided that the study should continue to determine if it is a viable project.
