WHEREAS, while this proposed bill may appear somewhat insignificant in its impact and affect, these small incursions can lead to more significant circumvention; and



WHEREAS, zoning authority is appropriately vested at the local government level-the level at which citizens can best convey their position on zoning and other matters;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Troy does hereby go on record in opposition to the passage of Senate Bill 162 of 1993 and all proposed legislation relating to circumventing local zoning authority and strongly urges the Michigan Legislature not to erode local Home Rule; and
