JOINT MEETING WITH LIQUOR ADVISORY COMMITTEE LIQUOR LICENSE AND ENTERTAINMENT PERMIT CRITERIA





Captain Glenn Dunn reviewed the Committee's report on the criteria for the issuance of Class C and B Hotel licenses, and the entertainment permit criteria.  The Committee and the Council discussed the criteria and the recommended changes.  The Council amended the language of the criteria proposal for future consideration and adoption.





COUNCIL RESOLUTION #81-168


The City Council and the Committee discussed resolution #81-168 which provided that the Committee would consider Class C applications twice a year.  They reviewed the reasons that it was originally adopted.  Council decided that a new resolution should be considered, and that it should provide for quarterly consideration of pending Class C applications.





CONTROLLED SHELVING


The City Council and the committee discussed requiring liquor displayed for sale to be on controlled shelving.  The Council directed the City Attorney to prepare an ordinance.





TRAINING OF SERVERS AND SELLERS OF ALCOHOL


The Committee and the council discussed the advantages and disadvantages of an ordinance requiring training for servers and sellers of alcohol. Council Husk stated that training should be mandated.

RESOLVED, That Council not adopt a proposed ordinance to amend Chapter 92, by adding Sections 9.85 and 9.86, of the Code of the City of Troy, which would require training for servers of alcohol; because at this time the Council feels a government mandate is not necessary, that business owners in Troy are responsible individuals within the community, the industry does a good job regulating itself, and most business owners cooperate voluntarily; the Council recommends the Troy Chamber of Commerce as a source for offering and coordinating training; and a letter shall be sent to all license holders advising of City Council’s concerns and this action, and that this decision will be reviewed in one year to determine if an ordinance is necessary.
