(a) Adoption of Consumer Protection ordinance

WHEREAS, the City regulates cable television within its confines pursuant to a franchise agreement with its current cable provider, the Troy City Charter, the Troy City Code and applicable federal law.  Although the City of Troy only grants a non-exclusive franchise to a cable provider, the current cable provider acts as a monopoly because there is no competing cable provider in the City of Troy; and



WHEREAS, a substantial number of the City's television households receive television services, including community programming, through cable, and cable television has become increasingly dominant in access by City of Troy residents to news, entertainment and information; and



WHEREAS, the City's franchise agreement with its current cable provider generally provides that the City of Troy reserves the power and right to regulate in the public interest the exercise of the privileges granted to the cable provider under such agreement and that the franchise is subject to the charter and general ordinance provisions of the City of Troy; and



WHEREAS, applicable federal law, as set forth in the Cable Communications Policy Act of 1984, and the Cable Television Consumer Protection and Competition Act of 1992 provide that a franchising authority may require as part of a franchise provisions for the enforcement of customer service requirements of a cable operator, and provides that nothing in such Acts shall be construed to prohibit any franchising authority from enacting or enforcing consumer protection laws applicable to cable, including regulations which are stricter than applicable federal standards or which address matters not addressed by federal standards; and



WHEREAS, while certain provisions of the franchise agreement between the City of Troy and its current cable provider and certain provisions of the city's existing cable television regulatory ordinance deal with matters of customer service and consumer protection, such provisions are either inconsistent, or incomplete, or are otherwise inadequate.  It is important that these defects be remedied in a comprehensive way so as to enable the City of Troy and the Intergovernmental Cable Communications Authority, in which the City is a member, (the Authority), to have appropriate standards, and the means to implement the same, both in responding to particular subscriber complaints pertaining to cable television services and in affording reasonable general protection to all subscribers in their relationships with the cable provider; and



WHEREAS, the Authority's legal counsel recommended that the Authority recommend a Consumer Protection Ordinance for adoption by the Authority's member communities.  Pursuant to that recommendation, and in consideration of the factors specified above, the Authority assumed the task of preparing a proposed ordinance.  The Authority, at its own meetings, and in meetings of its special Consumer Protection Committee, received comments and observations from its own members, from the Authority's legal counsel, from the City's current cable provider and from such provider's legal counsel.  The Authority and its special Consumer Protection Committee also took notice of subscriber complaints in certain areas, as well as the work of other communities throughout the nation regarding customer service and consumer protection standards for cable television subscribers; and



WHEREAS, based on information received by the Authority and on work sessions of its Consumer Protection Committee, the Authority has developed comprehensive provisions dealing with customer cable service and consumer protection for cable subscribers and has recommended that the City of Troy adopt the amendments to its existing cable television regulatory ordinance set forth herein;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, that an ordinance to amend Chapter 63, Cable Cormunications, of the Code of the City of Troy to add Article VIII, Consumer Protection, is hereby approved, and a copy of the Ordinance shall be attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that, in conjunction with all other members of ICCA, the City of Troy shall regulate cable rates in accordance with law through ICCA, provided that ICCA adopts resolutions whereby ICCA undertakes, on behalf of all of its member communities, to furnish advice and recommendations to such communities regarding rates subject to regulation, in accordance with the 1992 Cable Act and rate regulation standards and procedures adopted and promulgated thereunder by the FCC; and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that, in conjunction with all other members of ICCA, the City of Troy shall cooperate with ICCA in ICCA's filing an application for certification with the FCC, on behalf of all of ICCA's member communities, as required to enable ICCA and ICCA's member communities to regulate rates subject to such regulation under the 1992 Cable Act; and
