WHEREAS, The City of Troy City Council has required all persons licensed to sell alcoholic beverages in the City of Troy, who have violated state law, city ordinance or rules and regulations of the Michigan Liquor Control Commission, to appear at a public hearing, pursuant to notice, to hear evidence of those violations presented against them and where they are offered an opportunity to present evidence on their behalf, and where City Council then deliberates and recommend actions to be taken by the Michigan Liquor Control Commission pursuant to Troy City Code Chapter 92, Section 84; and





WHEREAS, Ms. Dawn Schumacher, attorney on behalf of the City of Troy, introduced testimony regarding an instance on November 2, 1990 of sale to a minor (decoy) in violations of law and ordinance.  Officer Girard Scherlinck and Ms. Colleen Meyer, controlled purchaser, were sworn by the Clerk and testified that alcohol was sold to Ms. Meyer without any inquiry as to age.  The past history of the establishment - Sale to Minor (decoy) March 4, 1989; Serving intoxicated person - March 2 1988; Consumption on premises by person less than 21 years of age (March 21, 1986); all violations occurring while this establishment was under the control of the current owner and a summary list of 38 incidents involving police activity at this address within the 1990 calendar year were discussed by Council.  The Police report of the violation and the summary of police calls and activities were made part of the record; and





WHEREAS, The City Council of the City of Troy has reviewed the violations by the licensee of laws of the State of Michigan, the regulations of the Michigan Liquor Control Commission, and the ordinances of the City of Troy; and





WHEREAS, The City Council has given public notice, and the licensee has received notice, that it will deliberate and determine, after Public Hearing on February 26, 1991 whether to adopt a resolution to recommend to the Michigan Liquor Control Commission that the license be revoked or not renewed.





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Troy, that after due notice, appropriate hearing and deliberation as part of the City's annual review of liquor licensees, that Class C license number 01-01830-01-90 in the name of Bowl One Lanes in the City of Troy, Michigan be REVOKED or NOT RENEWED for the violations of State Law and City Code to wit: sale to a minor and because of failure to adequately supervise the licensed premises including the parking lot and therefore requiring the extraordinary frequency of law enforcement activity at the location and in order to protect the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the City of Troy, and said resolution be sent to the Michigan Liquor Control commission for their action consistent therewith.
