NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that on behalf of the citizens of Troy and especially the neighbors of the 18 licensed group homes in Troy, the City Council of the City of Troy hereby requests the Honorable Governor James Blanchard, the Honorable Senator Douglas Cruce, the Honorable State Representative Gordon Sparks and the Honorable State Representative Wilfred Webb to conduct a complete and thorough investigation into the operation of group homes, especially those at 6372 Tutbury and 1956 Stoney Cove in the City of Troy, so as to (a) keep promises made by State officials to citizens, (b) remove violent, aggressive clients from group homes, (c)
