WHEREAS, the policy calls for the encouragement of economic development and infrastructure investments in areas which have or will have basic infrastructure as adopted by SEMCOG through the sewer service area; and





wI3EREAS, the intent of the policy is to encourage and stimulate private sector business to invest in areas where public infrastructure investments have already been made; and





WHEREAS, the policy discourages urban sprawl and the costs associated with rural growth; and





WHEREAS, the policy intends to protect rural open spaces; and





WHEREAS, the retention and expansion of business in currently existing urbanized areas is fostered by the policy; and





WHEREAS, it is the intent of the policy to alleviate travel congestion through providing affordable transportation in urbanized areas; and





WHEREAS, the policy strongly stresses the importance of supporting suburban residential neighborhoods and community facilities through the continued development and redevelopment of quality affordable housing; and





WHEREAS, existing community facilities, such as parks, open spaces and cultural centers need to be enhanced and supported as a measure of the quality of life for the residents in current urban and suburban areas; and





WHEREAS, the policy recognizes and strongly supports the rights of existing urban and suburban cities to determine their destinies and manage their growth for the benefit of their residents;





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Troy strongly supports the actions of SEMCOG and endorses the Greater Detroit Economic Development Group Policy (as attached), with the addition of the following elements, comments or emphases:





1.	Actions in support of economic development in the Greater Detroit Area should treat all portions of the SEMCOG Sewer Service Area in an equitable manner.





(a)	Actions taken in support of economic development activity in an established employment center should not be taken at the expense of other established employment centers.





2.	Actions in support of economic development infrastructure such as road improvements should continue to use established procedures and systems such as County Urban System Task Forces, unless and until improved systems and procedures are established.





3.	GDEDG Policies should recognize the position of the private development community in sharing the cost of required infrastructure improvements, particularly in relation to those infrastructure impacts which their projects generate.  In this way, the necessary improvements can be provided in a manner which will minimize the cost burden on the public at large, while making broader and more effective use of available public funds.  Strategies in this direction should include:





(a)	Legislation to facilitate and broaden the potential use of special Assessment Programs:





(b)	Legislation to enable the establishment of Impact Fee Programs in support of the provision of infrastructure improvements.





4.	Emphasis should be placed on the provision of transit facilities and services in the Detroit region, in order to reduce the need for ever-increasing amounts of road construction and improvements.





5.	Greater emphasis should be placed on the support and improvement of existing residential neighborhoods.





BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Troy strongly urges the Oakland County Board of Commissioners to take action supporting and adopting the Policy with the addition of the preceding elements, comments or emphases, which are intended to curb urban sprawl in the Metropolitan Area; and
