1)	Underdrains will be located in drainage easements provided along rear lot lines.  This easement shall give access to every lot and will total not less than twelve feet wide, or at least six feet wide per lot when easement traverses back-to-back lots.  Rear-yard underdrains shall be located as near to the property line as possible but no further than three feet from the property line.  Where abutting unplatted property, these drains shall be located six feet from the property line.  The City Engineer and Assistant City Engineer can approve an alternative drainage system to under-drains and this approval must be in writing with copies sent to the City Manager's Office.  Further, the City Engineer will determine if side-yard underdrains are required and easement dimensions pertaining to rear-yard underdrains will apply to side-yard underdrains as well.



2)	a) When the City Engineer determines that a storm sewer is required in the rear yard, the trench will be backfilled with pea gravel to the surface to act as a French drain.  Easement dimensions for storm sewers will be commensurate to that of rear-yard underdrains as outlined in Section 1) above. when in the rear yard, the trench for a storm sewer shall have a minimum depth of three feet; a minimum width of twelve inches up to a maximum width of eighteen inches.  When installed as part of an underdrain system, a minimum three-inch tee with an end cap will be located at each lot.



b)	When possible, storm sewers shall be located in a street right-of-way so as to provide easier maintenance thereof.
