WHEREAS, Senate Bill 1888 and House Bill 3666, both known as the Universal Voter Registration Act of 1987, seeks to maximize voter participation by eliminating registration waiting periods with Election Day registration, requiring substantial efforts to reach potential voters and a non-purge of registered voters who have not voted over the years; and





WHEREAS, election officials would have to keep a list of persons whose registration cannot be confirmed and may be challenged, they would be allowed to vote and the validity of the challenge would not be known for a ten-day period following the election delaying the final tally; and





WHEREAS, if, in a small community or small polling place, only one voter whose registration cannot be confirmed was held separate, the secrecy of the ballot would be destroyed; and





WHEREAS, a voter registering on Election Day has to register at his appropriate polling place (many do not know this which would add confusion on Election Day), would have to be processed separately from the regular and challenged voters and their ballots kept separate; and





WHEREAS, the Act seems to state there will be no less than three categories (1) regular voters, (2) challenged voters, and (3) Election Day registrants, obviously necessitating different types of ballots and at least three ballot boxes per polling place; and





WHEREAS, the eligibility of Election Day registrations must also be checked within a ten-day period by mail and the qualified votes must then be added to the tally; and





WHEREAS, the apparent requirement that three categories of voters be processed and three types of ballots segregated plus the registration of challenged and non-challenged voters on Election Day who may or may not be in the right polling place, or if in the right polling place, the wrong line, will add confusion and chaos which could discourage voters; and





WHEREAS, the non-purge would make for voluminous files in the Clerk's office, open up possible fraud and provide inaccurate voting lists which would be an expense to candidates running for office when they mail out campaign literature; and public confidence in the election process is directly related to the accuracy of voter registration files, and stories of long-dead or long-moved voters voting, serve to destroy public confidence in the entire political system.





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Troy hereby opposes Senate Bill 1888 and House Bill 3666 because of the confusion that would be created on Election Day, delay of the tally the possibility of increased voter fraud, all of which could have the opposite effect and actually discourage voter participation on Election Day, and the increased costs to all levels of government because of the need for more equipment, supplies, personnel. postage and investigations of challenged voters; and
