WHEREAS, House Bill 5710 redefines the Criminal Justice Training Commission and radically impacts not only the 1140% funds" which are awarded annually on a "training grant" basis to the various components of the criminal justice system, but seeks to impose additional restrictions on the 1160% funds" which each police agency receives annually on a "per officer" basis for in-service training as well as including requirements that the 1160% funds":





1.	Must be expended entirely within 2 years of receipt.





2.	Additional funding would be suspended for any unit of government until such time as all such funds were expended.





3.	A minimum amount would be established to provide not less than $500 per agency (a gain for agencies of less than five (5) sworn officers at the expense of the "per officer" system).





4.	Additional limitation with regard to programs out-of-state "vendors".





5.	Prohibiting training in any county in which a "ski lodge or ski resort or gambling casino" is located (Oakland County programs and in-house (Troy) programs would be, therefore, prohibited because of ski lodges or resorts);





6.	Programs of less than six (6) hours would be prohibited (Radar,


Breathalyzer, "PBT" re-certification would be ineligible).





7.	Programs provided by a professional association would be prohibited if held in conjunction with "a conference, convention or seminar".





B.	Per them expenses for any training would be limited to the amount authorized for State Civil Service employees; and





WHEREAS, House Bill 5710 far exceeds that which is reasonable to correct the issues raised by the Attorney Generalls opinion, and extended "debate" and/or delays will ensure that the FY 88-89 1140% funds" are essentially impounded at the conclusion of this State fiscal year (September.30);
