4)	If Council shall determine that the conditions justifying a waiver of the provisions of this Section are likely to be of a temporary nature, such waiver granted shall be for a period of one year, subject to extension at the end of such time.  Ocherwise, the waiver, shall be for an indefinite period.





5)	The issuance of any variance shall in no way impair or prevent the establishment of a special assessment district as a means of providing for the construction of said sidewalks.  The City Council may at the time of granting such a variance require submission of an adequate bond to guarantee construction of sidewalks upon expiration of such variance."
