JOINT MEETING WITH TROY BOARD OF EDUCATION





CONSTITUTION BICENTENNIAL





Mrs. Gonzalez explained the Student Council's request and the process for the City to become involved in the celebration of the bicentennial of the U. S. Constitution.  She requested that the City Council file the application to be designated a Bicentennial community.





VACANT PARCELS OWNED BY SCHOOL DISTRICT





Mr. Crandall reviewed the possible uses for eight vacant parcels which are owned by the school district.  Tie made a recommendation to dispose of a small parcel in Section 2 on South Boulevard, and retaining the other seven parcels.





ATHENS PEDESTRIAN SIGNAL





Mr. Lowell Crandall reviewed the request and the City's traffic study on the subject of relocating the Athens High School pedestrian signal north to Cumberland.  The funding requirements were discussed.  Mr. Beaubien reported that the signal relocation would occur this year, but the required paving would be scheduled at a future date.





BARNARD SCHOOL ACCESS





A proposal to open an access road from John R to Barnard Elementary School was discussed.  The advantages and disadvantages were reviewed.

Possible dates for future joint meetings were considered.  October 15, 1987, February 25, 1988 and May 19, 1988 were selected.





VISITORS





Mr. Strobel spoke on the road problems and CORE's study and suggestions to fund the required road improvements.  He recommended that the School Board fund part of the road improvement costs required because of the additional traffic load that would be created if and when they build a new high school.  It was stated by Board members that the Board has always financially assisted to solve the traffic problems that they may have contributed to, and would seriously consider to do so in the future.
