WHEREAS, The City has taken all reasonable steps to enforce the applicable state laws and city ordinances to prevent the sale to and the consumption by persons under the age of 21 of alcoholic beverages; and





WHEREAS, The City has encouraged and supported the legislature in the enactment of 1986 Public Act 7, which requires the Liquor Control Commission to revoke any SDM of SDD license upon conviction of such licensee of three or more sales within a calendar year to a person under the age of 21; and





WHERFAS, The effective date of this amendment was March 31, 1987, and one calendar year has not passed to determine the effectiveness of this public act; and





WHEREAS, There are no negative effects on the community or on the SDM or SDD licensee if he is vigilant in the sale of alcoholic beverages and the Liquor Control Commission still retains control over the revocation;





THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the City Council of the City of Troy, vehemently opposes House Bill 4628, which in effect repeals 1986 Public Act 7 as it deals with sales to minors;
