WHEREAS, Development of a plan to expand interchange facilities in the I-75/Crooks Road area in order to serve existing and future traffic volumes has been assigned a high priority by both the City Council and the Plan Commission of the City of Troy; and





WHEREAS, The Master Plan of the City of Troy, and the decisions and efforts of the City Council and the Plan Commission, based upon this Master Plan have continuously called for de-emphasizing traffic volumes on Square Lake Road so that it can more appropriately serve as a residential collector street, as compared to Long Lake Road, Crooks Road and Big Beaver, which serve both residential and non-residential areas;land





WHEREAS, A connector road between the Crooks/1-75 ramp intersection and Square Lake Road would result in increased traffic volumes on Square Lake Road, in direct conflict with the intent of the aforementioned City Master Plan, and thus would have an adverse impact upon the plans and priorities for the local street system of the City of Troy; and





WHEREAS, A Square Lake connector road would also adversely impact the adjacent residential area and make it more difficult to hold remaining undeveloped property in the area in a residential zoning classification; and





WHEREAS, This resultant reassignment of traffic away from Crooks and Long Lake Roads (the roads which historically have been emphasized) to Square Lake Road, would compel the City of Troy to spread its limited resources across a greater number of thoroughfares; and





WHEREAS, Such connector road to Square Lake would not advance the purpose of improving the continuity of the county highway system, namely Crooks and Long Lake Roads, with their existing interchange facilities at I-75 and M-59; and





WHEREAS, After review of the potential interchange facility expansion patterns while meeting in joint session November 3, 1987, the City Council and the Plan Commission of the City of Troy have determined that the I-75/Crooks Road interchange area would be adversely compromised by the placement of a connector road to Square Lake Road;





NOT,I, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the City Council of the City of Troy that the most appropriate conceptual plan to expand interchange facilities in the 1-75/Crooks Road area consistent with Troy's Master Land Use Plan and Master Thoroughfare Plan intents should include new ramps to and from I-75 at Long Lake Road, and a collector-distributor road system adjacent to the I-75 mainline lanes between Long Lake Road and the existing Crooks Road ramp, but no connector road between the Crooks Road/I-75 interchange and Square Lake Road; and
