CHARTER AMENDMENT NO. 1





That Chapter 10, Section 10.6 entitled "Insufficient or Excessive Assessment" be amended to read as follows:





Section 10.6 Insufficient or Excessive Assessment





If a Special Assessment is insufficient to pay for the improvement or the principal and interest on bonds issued in anticipation of collection of the assessment, then the Council shall make an additional pro-rata assessment to cover the deficiency.  The total assessment may not exceed the value of the benefits received from the improvement.





If the amount collected on a Special Assessment roll is greater than necessary by 5% or less the amount of the original roll, the City Council may place the excess in any fund of the City.





If the amount collected on a Special Assessment roll is greater than necessary by more than 5% of the original roll, then that amount shall be credited proportionately to the amounts assessed for the parcels of land.  The Credit shall be applied to the unpaid installments in inverse numerical order.  If the unpaid installments are less than the amount of the credit, then the surplus shall be held in escrow by the City, and may either be applied toward unpaid property taxes on the parcel or refunded to the owners of record as of the date of the refund.





If the City paid any of the costs of the improvements then it shall be treated the same as private owners under this section.
