COUNTY ROAD IMPROVEMENT NEEDS





Mr. John Grubba, Managing Director of the Oakland County Road Commission, reviewed the current problems faced by the Road Commission, and the sources and trends of financing, and he spoke on the legislation required to provide funding based on needs.





The City Manager, Frank Gerstenecker, reported on the County road improvement needs within Troy. The Transportation Engineer, Richard Beaubien, presented a time lapse film showing the morning traffic problem at Big Beaver and 1�75, and he reviewed the traffic volumes of the entire major road system.
