WHEREAS, House Bill 4800 includes terms of replace, repair and renew, allowing for application to existing structures which court be upgraded or repaired as applied under Sec. 2 to include an act of nature or poor maintenance and upkeep (the Silver Dome). WHEREAS House Bill 4800 states no time limitation for the collection to meet indebtedness, obligations, or bonds, thereby insuring the Act no longer be enforced at the completion of the project this Act is to provide for. (COBO HALL)

WHEREAS, As House Bill 4800 makes no privation for inflationary raises of the economy in its income calculation of the Act if a "sunset" date is applied.

We believe it is our responsibility to evaluate this proposed legislation as not having significant economic value for the City's facilities (restaurants, party stores, groceries, drug stores, etc.) the public, in the City of Troy proper.
