Council Member Stine referred to point 3 on the City Manager’s Weekly Updates and she is disappointed that the strategic planning initiatives have been removed from the agenda. Council Member Stine believes that they helped Council to stay focused and provided the City Manager with the direction he is looking for from Council. Council Member Stine requests that a study session in regard to strategic planning initiatives be scheduled on a future agenda.

Due to budget constraints, Council Member Stine is further disappointed the City was unable to do anything at a County Commissioner level on the issue of school bullying. She believes bullying is an important safety issue and believes it happens at all levels. Council Member Stine requests further information about how something can be done on this issue at a City level. 

Based upon Commissioner Burn’s comments, Mayor Schilling believes that Council Members should individually contact County Commissioner and encourage them to support the proposed resolution on this issue. The Mayor further understands that there is funding available for a project on this issue. 

Council Member Stine advised that Council has received correspondence from residents in regard to their concern about safety issues for the children arising from item C-2 on tonight’s agenda. Council Member Stine questioned whether the police department needs to have more visibility in that area because the location of the school and its proximity to the site.

Council Member Howrylak has some concerns about the workload of the Board of Review. He believes, because of the economic times and resulting decreased property values, that a second Board of Review may be required. He understands that there were some very tense moments during this year’s review and that perhaps security should be increased also during these meetings.

Council Member Howrylak asked whether archived video and audio presentations can be made available on the City’s website similar to that of Northglenn, Colorado.

Council Member Howrylak requested that a proclamation be prepared in recognition of the 25th anniversary of his former Boy Scout Troop 1702.
