SALE TO MINOR (COMPLIANCE TEST) ON OCTOBER 16, 2002

WHEREAS, This licensee has had prior violations dated September 25, 2001 – Sale to Minor (Compliance Test-PENDING); March 10, 2000 – Sale to Minors (FOP-DPU); and October 28, 1998- Sale to Minor (Compliance Test).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the City Council of the City of Troy, that the above referenced licensed liquor establishment shall immediately require all employees and the owners who sell alcohol to attend a recognized alcohol awareness program, and forward the names of each certified and/or re-certified employee and owner to the Troy Police Department. The alcohol awareness program must either be recognized by the Troy Police Department (i.e. TIPS, TAMS), or the program must be reviewed by the Troy Police Department to insure that the program is comparable to the recognized programs.  The Troy Police Department shall be provided with the information within ninety days of today’s date.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the City of Troy shall continue to aggressively enforce the liquor control codes and regulations and/or ordinances of the State of Michigan and/or the City of Troy; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That any further violations of the liquor control codes and regulations and/or ordinances of the State of Michigan and/or the City of Troy will result in more severe sanctions against the licensee, including the possibility of recommendations of revocation of the SDM liquor license.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That 1) Licensee’s violations will be published twice; once immediately and again in six months, in the City of Troy’s publication of record, and 2) The Troy Police Department will increase its enforcement from four times to eight times of the above referenced licensed liquor establishment.

WHEREAS, Conditional approval of the Memorandum of Agreement does not preclude the City of Troy from withdrawing from the Rouge River Watershed Local Management Assembly if it determines any of the following:

· A sufficient number of other communities have failed to conditionally approve the agreement, creating an unsatisfactory financial condition of the organization, and/or

· The estimated cost assessment for the City of Troy has changed significantly, and/or

· This agreement is not in the best interest of the citizens of Troy.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the City of Troy CONDITIONALLY ACCEPTS the terms of the attached Memorandum of Agreement for the Rouge River Watershed Local Management Assembly; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Stormwater Engineer SHALL SERVE as the City of Troy’s delegate and the Environmental Specialist SHALL SERVE as the alternate to the Rouge River Watershed Local Management Assembly.

WHEREAS, An Operating Agreement has been proposed for the Red Run Subwatershed Group; and

WHEREAS, It is anticipated that the Army Corps of Engineers will provide 65% of the Watershed Management Plan for the Clinton River Red Run Subwatershed if the local communities provide the remaining 35% (local match) through financial contributions and staff time and other in-kind contributions; and

WHEREAS, It is estimated that the City of Troy would contribute approximately $22,000.00 to the local match portion of the Watershed Management Plan for the Clinton River Red Run Subwatershed, based on the City of Troy’s percentage of population and land area in the Subwatershed; and

WHEREAS, In order to receive the assistance from the Army Corps of Engineers, as referenced above, the local communities, including the City of Troy, must agree to participate in the Red Run Subwatershed Group of the Clinton River and must conditionally approve the Operating Agreement for the Red Run Subwatershed Group; and 

WHEREAS, The Operating Agreement allows for any member to withdraw from the Red Run Watershed Group at any time, and upon withdrawal, terminates all rights and future liabilities between the withdrawing member and the Red Run Subwatershed Group, which would allow the City of Troy to withdraw if it determines any of the following:

· A sufficient number of other communities have failed to conditionally approve the agreement, creating an unsatisfactory financial condition of the organization, and/or

· The estimated cost assessment for the City of Troy has changed significantly, and/or

· This agreement is not in the best interest of the citizen’s of Troy.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the City of Troy City Council APPROVES the attached Operating Agreement for the Red Run Subwatershed Group of the Clinton River; and
