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A Study Session of the Troy City Council and Road Commission for Oakland County to discuss Oakland County’s Strategic Plan was held Monday, January 22, 2001, at City Hall, 500 W. Big Beaver. The Meeting was called to order by Mayor Jeanne M. Stine at 6:34 p.m.

Brent Bair, Managing Director for the Road Commission for Oakland County advised that the Road Commission meets with each municipality every two years to discuss road projects and community concerns. Mr. Bair asked city officials what future development is on the horizon for Troy.

John Szerlag, City Manager advised that Troy is 85% built out at this time and added there is currently a great redevelopment effort moving forward.

Doug Smith outlined the upcoming projects: Old Troy Hilton, Cambridge Crossing, Wal*mart, old Stanley site, Becker Development, and old Big Beaver Airport (55 acres M-1 Industrial). Mr. Smith also added the development of the 125-acre Civic Center site.

Gerald Holmberg, Deputy Managing Director, County Highway Engineer for the Road Commission for Oakland County outlined current projects underway in Troy. Mr. Holmberg provided a map illustrating the different resurfacing projects.

Mr. Holmberg presented a rendering of SEMCOG’s 2025 Plan in which the Road Commission has had some input. Mr. Holmberg explained that the Road Commission submits tasks for their annual widening program from this plan.

Mr. Bair discussed Public Act 51, GASB 34 (Government Accounting Standard Board) and the road revenues received from the gas tax. He also discussed ATS (Adaptive Traffic Signals) noting that the program is expanding nationally.

John Szerlag suggested forming a joint committee with Troy, Birmingham, Bloomfield Hills, and MDOT to develop a cost estimate and discuss the benefits of removing the bridge located west of Adams Road.
