Property Maintenance Code

Mark Stimac presented the Property Maintenance Code and identified changes from the 1993 Code.  Council also discussed a number of other related ordinances such as weeds, sidewalks, trash and commercial vehicles.





Staff will submit to Council for approval a definition of “junk” as well as other proposed amendments to the Property Maintenance Code and related ordinances including:  





(1)	Chapter 33 regarding outdoor storage - Staff will propose an ordinance change indicating location and volume of firewood storage in residential areas.





(2)	Chapter 39 regarding outdoor storage - Staff will propose an ordinance change indicating that commercial vehicles are not to be used as storage facilities.





(3)	Chapter 89 regarding weed control  - Staff will determine cost to cut weeds more than four (4) times a year.
