Civic Center Site Development

Brief history and update of the Civic Center Site Development was presented by City Manger John Szerlag, DDA Chair Al Kiriluk and DDA Vice Chair Garry Carley. Mr. Szerlag described the components of the Civic Center site that have been considered by City Council and the importance of each element including the Conference Center, Performing Art Center and additional hotel, office and retail along with the Michigan Youth Museum and IMAX Theater.  Mr. Kiriluk outlined the history of the debates since 1997, starting with the Troy Futures report and the inclusion of public participation and  three major concept plans.  Mr. Carley outlined the relationship among each of the major components considered and described the latest concept site plan drawing by Rossetti & Associates.  This site plan emphasized the integration of several of the major elements on the southeast quadrant of the site combined with the involvement of the private sector adjacent neighbors.  Available displays and a Power Point presentation accompanied this discussion. 





The presentations were followed up with a discussion among the Council members and the Troy Downtown Development Authority.  This was followed with about a half an hour of allotted time for public input, at which point nearly a dozen individuals, some speaking in favor and some not in favor of the project, were heard.  At 9:00 p.m. Mayor Pro Tem Anthony Pallota returned the conversation to the table to determine what steps might be appropriate in the future regarding the Civic Center Development.
