Michigan Senate Bill No. 3 addresses these omissions and seeks to institute a procedure for a municipality to withdraw from its trash authority or for the dissolution of the authority where it no longer serves the purpose for which it was formed; and

WHEREAS,
Senate Bill No 3 gives municipalities the freedom to withdraw from its authority, to dissolve the authority or to recombine with other municipalities in some new form to provide trash disposal services; and 

WHEREAS,
Trash authorities that don’t compete for members have little or no incentive to innovate or to save taxpayer money; and 

WHEREAS,
Senate Bill No. 3 also enables municipalities the freedom to pursue a wider range of options with respect to trash disposal services; and

WHEREAS,
Municipal members would no longer be forced to accept poor services and expensive, perpetual, no-bid contracts, against the desires of their constituents; and 

WHEREAS,
Providing municipalities with greater options will serve to save taxpayer money.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the City of Troy strongly supports Senate Bill 3.

WHEREAS, The Troy Downtown Development Authority wishes to modify the Development Plan to include provisions of financial support to attract the headquarters of a major manufacturing company; and

WHEREAS, The Troy Downtown Development Authority has prepared Development Plan #3 and Tax Increment Financing Plan #3 incorporating the previous two Development Plans and tax increment financing plans; and 

WHEREAS, The Troy Downtown Development Authority has requested the Troy City Council to consider Development Plan #4; and

WHEREAS, It is necessary to conduct a public hearing in connection with the consideration of such proposed Development Plan #4 as required by Act 197 as amended;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The City Council determines that it is necessary for the best interests of the public to maintain a Downtown Development Authority pursuant to Act 197 in order to halt property value deterioration and increase property tax valuation where possible in the business district of the City, to eliminate the causes of such deterioration, and to promote economic growth, and the City Council hereby declares its intention to consider Development Plan #4 of the Troy Downtown Development Authority pursuant to Act 197 as amended.

There shall be a public hearing on Monday, the 5th day of August, 2002, at 7:30 p.m. in the Troy City Hall in the City Council Chambers to consider adoption by the Troy City Council of Development Plan #4 for the Downtown Development District.

The City Clerk shall cause notice of said public hearing to be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the City, twice before the public hearing.  The notice shall be published not less than 20 days before the date set for the public hearing.  The notice shall be published as a display advertisement prominent in size.  The clerk also shall cause the notice to be mailed by first class mail not less than 20 days prior to the hearing to all property taxpayers of record in the proposed Downtown District as shown by the most recent tax roll of the City.  The Clerk shall also post, or cause the posting of, the notice in a conspicuous and public place in the proposed Downtown District not less than 20 days before the hearing.
