The display must be wholly funded by the private sector.  

7.
There should be signs accompanying the display or exhibit stating that it is erected by a private entity, and that its presence does not constitute the City’s endorsement of the entity or the display.

8.
The displays should be of a temporary nature. 

9.
The placement of any religious symbols should not be in a preferential or predominant position.  It is preferable to locate a crèche with “Seasons Greeting” banners, wreaths, toy soldiers, or other secular symbols.
