5. COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE REWRITE (ZOTA 236) 

 Carlisle/Wortman Associates, Inc. 

 Development of Commercial Districts 
 

Mr. Savidant introduced Richard Carlisle of Carlisle/Wortman Associates, Inc. and 
briefly described the intent of the discussion this evening. 
 
Mr. Carlisle presented an analysis of Business and Highway Service zoning 
districts. 
 
General discussion followed. 
 
The Planning Commission discussed the Neighborhood Node Overlay District 
concept.  They discussed the merits of applying overlays, where the underlying 
zoning can remain in place, versus traditional rezoning which can create 
nonconforming uses, buildings and lots. 
 
Staff will bring an example of a potential mapped Neighborhood Node to a future 
meeting for review and discussion. 
 
For the H-S Highway Service district, the Planning Commission generally agreed 
that the minimum lot size for a gas station should be at least one acre.
