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On April 20, 2010, the Sterling Heights Police Department responded to a home invasion in our
city. While investigating the incident, another home invasion was reported by a resident in the
area. Evidence collected at the scene indentified a possible suspect.

Information gathered was forwarded to the Troy Police Department’s Special Investigative Unit for
like and similar incidents, which were confirmed. Surveillance was conducted by the Troy Police
Department’s S.I.U., which resulted in the arrest of two suspects as they were in the progress of
committing a home invasion in Sterling Heights. Follow-up as a result of the arrest implicated a
third suspect and numerous home invasions the suspects are involved in.
